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Madhvani Foundation 2012/ 13: Analysis of Awardees 

The Madhvani Foundation, which is open to all Ugandans pursuing 
undergraduate and Post Graduate studies at Ugandan Universities, had 
earmarked a sum of Shs. Six Hundred Million to be awarded as 
scholarship for the year 2012-13 to those who have a genuine need for 
assistance. The Foundation had received a total number of 1,631 
applications up from 1,385 applications last year. After the initial scrutiny 
the Scholarship Sub-Committee listed 655 applications which met the 
criterion as eligible for scholarship. A total number of 300 applicants 
were shortlisted to attend the personal interviews conducted by the 
Foundation. The selection process and the personal interview is quite 
rigorous but transparent and is designed to ensure that truly deserving 
candidates are selected for the award. The interview panel seeks to 
evaluate the persona, character and honesty of the applicants which forms 
the basis for the selection and award. Broad details of the award for the 
year 2012-13 are highlighted below.
